DE FOLEY : OUTDOOR MOVING EXHIBITION IN MONTREAL BY VISUAL ARTIST CHARLES-ANTOINE TURCOT 
Montréal, August 19, 2015 - It’s been a year now since American journalist James Foley was violently decapitated by ISIS. Images of his execution instantly flooded the media. These images still haunt visual artist Charles-Antoine Turcot. De Foley, an art work based on this trauma, will be presented on Wednesday, August 19th. Influences 

Charles-Antoine Turcot was on stage on September 4th 2012 when former Quebec PM Pauline Marois was attacked. Since that event, he has focused his artistic work on terrorists attacks. "The death of James Foley was a second shock. I felt the urgency to impose a duty of memory. The creation process was like a therapy : to touch violence, to materialize it and to make something beautiful out of it. "

De Foley 

The work questions in a game of shapes and colors the photogenic and symbolic nature of violent terrorist acts. "De Foley, is the use of a politically loaded image that shocked the population to question the aestheticisation of terrorist acts. It’s by the use of materials related to childhood and festivities that the sculpture subvertise the image decreed by this group.”

Biography

Born in 1983 in L’Annonciation (Québec), Charles-Antoine Turcot began a bachelor in visual arts  in 2009 at the University of Quebec in Montreal. As part of his studies, he recently presented at the fifth room of the Place des Arts his work De Foley in a miniature version. www.caturcot.com
